Here is recorded a huge $25.00 donation to their     
Indianapolis Central Office/Club!   Notice they 
even  plunged into the red by $3.60.  How apprecia-
tive, how loyal, can you get! 

The $22.50 rent is paid at the Drop-In-Center at 825 
1/2 Main Street with a $1.57 to spare.  These ex-
drunks were really on a tight budget! 

As the membership grew, these devil-may care 
chaps moved across the street during the autumn  
of 1951, paying almost double the rent.
