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This telephone list was not AON®
published until the Richmond

but this number was in service

much earlier. The first re-

corded phone payment for

monthly service was paid on

March 3rd, 1948. It would ap-

pear that their phone might

have been active during late

1947. It is noteworthy that

most numbers were only four

digits!
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The 925 1/2 Main Street Ad-
dress is now 927 1/2.
