A few regular 

attendees were Jerry Markey, Cecil P. and Maxine Adams. 

The big yearly function of this group was their Thanksgiving Dinner, where they would im-

port circuit speakers such as Charlie Martin, from Indianapolis.  The attendance would fill 

the large room with fifty to sixty AAs and their families.     

In the early 1990s problems arose with court-ordered people; some were simply misbehaved 

teenagers who naturally caused continual  disturbance and others who were unhappy to have 

been forced there.  One fine day  most of the older members stopped coming and it appeared 

that this once large meeting would be no more; luckily, the following group took over the
