Mary Lou C. reported that the first Womenôs Group started in a lady’s home whose name was 

Kate, in October of 1977.  Kate was 12 years sober working  as a counselor at the Bridge House 

de-tox facility on the Richmond State Hospital grounds.  The three known attendees at the first 

meeting were Mary Lou C., Yvonne M., from Hagerstown and Dottie R.  They continued to 

meet on an irregular basis, but they later began meeting weekly in the Armory Building on 

West Main Street.   They moved to the 228 Club shortly after it opened.   Today, it is the largest 

regular AA meeting in town.
